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Databases:


New Subscriptions:

Proposals for new databases may be submitted for subscription consideration on a consortium level during semi-annual meetings.  Deadlines for submission are March 1 and September 1 of each year.
The Lee Library is willing to negotiate consortium pricing for an electronic resource even if their library does not subscribe.

Consortium Funding:

Consortium funds may be used to acquire access to an electronic resource if three of the five relevant groups – BYU-Hawaii, BYU-Idaho, LDS Business College, Family History Library, Church History Library – so request.  The Lee and Hunter libraries do not use consortium funds to purchase databases; they do, however, recommend databases for consortium consideration.
When practical, the Lee Library will contact the other institutions when re-negotiating a subscription to a database not currently available to the consortium. Before obligating CCLA funds, a majority vote will be obtained. The institutions will be asked whether they would want to have access if:
1) consortium funds should be used for 100% of the cost;
2) the consortium paid a portion of the cost and the institution paid the balance;
3) the institution had to pay 100% of their share of the cost.

Evaluations and Renewals:

A thorough evaluation of databases should be done at the institution level, including usage statistics and cost per usage data.  Aggregate usage statistics and cost per use data may also be compiled by the Lee Library, depending on how the vendor provides the data. Decisions will be made at the semi-annual consortium meetings as to whether or not the subscription should be renewed.

E-books:
E-book collections may be considered for consortium-wide purchase/subscription. Individual e-book titles will be acquired by each institution.

E-journals:
E-journal collections may be considered for consortium-wide purchase/subscription. Individual e-journal titles will be acquired by each institution.
